Eucharistic Miracles in the Age of Science 
March 5, 2023 – Connecticut USA 

Catholic news agency -  Mar 26, 2023 / 11:20 am – possible Eucharistic miracle 

A local Connecticut television station reported that the Archdiocese of Hartford is investi-

gating a possible eucharistic miracle that may have taken place during the celebration of the 

Mass at St. Thomas Catholic Church in Thomaston.  On March 5, 2023 at the conclusion of 

Mass, Father Joseph Crowley announced that a eucharistic minister witnessed something 

unexplainable as he was distributing Communion. “One of our eucharistic ministers was 

running out of hosts and suddenly there were more hosts in the ciborium. What happened 

is Our Lord multiplied himself. … I have no doubt.  I know what I gave the person. I know 

what (was) returned (to the tabernacle). It was just very obvious and plain to me as to 

what happened.”

Hartford Connecticut (OSV News) – Possible Eucharistic miracle in Connecticut 

under Vatican investigation 

Archbishop Leonard P. Blair told a Hartford television news station May 2 that the 

Dicastery (formerly Congregation) for the Doctrine of the Faith will examine whether an 

apparent multiplication of Communion hosts during a March 5 liturgy at St. Thomas 

Church in Thomaston, Conn., was supernatural.  David Elliott, associate director of com-

munications for the Archdiocese of Hartford, told OSV News at the time that the archdioc-

esan judicial vicar, Father George S. Mukuka, was “looking into the possibility of a Eucha-

ristic miracle” at the parish. Speaking to media May 2, Archbishop Blair said he had “(sent) 

out an experienced priest who has knowledge of church law, canon law, to follow proce-

dure, (and) to just examine exactly what happened and under what circumstances.”  He 

noted that “the guidelines for these kinds of situations do call for me to notify the 

(Dicastery) for the Doctrine of the Faith in Rome.”
