As many now know, St. Thomas the 
Apostle Church is without a working 
heater. In preparation for the winter 
months we have purchased a new 
commercial HVAC system. An installa-
tion date is TBD but we will be pushing 
for a quick installation after delivery 
later this month. After paying for the 
unit, it is imperative we raise enough 
money, quickly, to pay for the installa-
tion. The $72k goal for this campaign 
will pay for the unit and installation 
then allow us to address other neces-
sary HVAC needs and maintanance. It is 
the goal of the Parish Finance Council 
to raise sufficient funds prior to Febru-
ary 28, 2024. 
 

Our Salvation Army Angel Tree will go 
up soon.  Each year our St. Thomas   
students make handmade ornaments to 
place on the tree along with the name 
tags provided by the Salvation Ar-
my.  This has become a special moment 
looked forward to each year.  As our 
students gather to decorate the tree 
with the ornaments and name tags, we 
pray for these children, for their materi-
al needs and for the gift of the 
knowledge of the savior who came that 
first Christmas.

The Psalms and what we can 
learn from them the foundation 
stone of daily prayer  

The Psalms are the key to the spirituality of the Old Testament and they 
are an essential and permanent part of Christian prayer (CCC 2597).  The Psalms 
should be the foundation stone of every Christian’s daily prayers.  For to pray them 
regularly, to become familiar with them so that their phrases spring to mind spon-
taneously, is to shape our minds and hearts according to God’s mind and heart.  
Here is the prayerbook God Himself inspired for us to use.  Next to the “Our Fa-
ther”, they are the closest that human words will ever get to God’s own answer to 
anyone who asks Him, “Teach us to pray.”  

Most of us do not, and many of us cannot, attend Mass daily.  But everyone 
can pray a few psalms daily.  And this is liturgy.  Many of the psalms were and are 
used as part of the Jewish temple liturgy.  The early Church’s liturgy was heavy 
with them, from the time of Christ and the apostles to the present day. https://

   Pray the psalm through Jesus & with Jesus. Jesus is both the one through  whom 
we pray to the Father and the one who prays these psalms to the  Father (Hebrews 
2:12). As you’re praying the psalm, imagine what the words  would mean coming 
out of Jesus’ lips as both a human and God, in His  suffering and in His glory. He 
said that all the Psalms are about Him (Luke 24:44).
