“the Word of the Lord... Thanks be to God” to a more specific invocation. The
psalms are older than Christianity itself. In reciting them, we take up formulas of
worship that were used by the Jews in the Temple centuries before the coming of
the Messiah. They’re a proclamation of the Word of God in which the listeners also
participate through the refrain.

The psalm is not only something addressed to the listeners by the cantor, but a
prayer addressed to God. In this moment the cantor leads the faithful praying to
God, and even the priest or bishop celebrating responds: together all of us gathered
in worship praising God through the psalm, and we become the chorus of that
prayer through reciting or singing the refrain.

In many ways, the Psalms fulfil a bridging function between divergent denomina-
tions that previously avoided each other. The psalms are songs which, in Judaism
and in Christianity - in both the western and eastern Churches; in both Roman
Catholicism and among Protestants — have obtained a key position in the liturgies
of worship The psalms connect people from different parts of the world, different
traditions and from different historical periods.
